DECISION MAKING
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RELATING TO CRIME.

Allows crime victim compensation for labor trafficking in the first
degree and promoting prostitution in the first degree. Amends the
definition of "sexual conduct" as used in describing the offense of
prostitution. Makes solicitation of a minor for prostitution ineligible
for deferred acceptance of guilty plea. Makes promoting prostitution
in the first degree eligible for deferred acceptance of guilty plea.
Amends the offense of solicitation of a minor for prostitution.
Clarifies sentencing of repeat offenders and enhanced sentences for
repeat violent and sexual offenders.

RELATING TO PUBLIC ORDER.

Establishes a criminal offense for distributing without permission a
sexual recording made or obtained with the consent of the person
represented in the recording.

Allows voter registration at absentee polling places beginning in
2016 and late voter registration on election day at polling places
beginning in 2018.

RELATING TO ACCESS TO JUSTICE.

Establishes the Hawaii justice league program to provide loan
repayments on behalf of eligible lawyers that pursue public
interest work in Hawaii. Provides for loan repayments by the
University of Hawaii William S. Richardson school of law.
Creates the Hawaii justice league revolving fund. Effective July
1, 2525. (HB2182 HD1)

RELATING TO CAMPAIGN FINANCE.

Creates public funding program of candidates for the offices of
state representative. Repeals provisions under the existing
partial public financing program specifically applicable to
candidates for the offices of governor, lieutenant governor, state
senator, and state representative pertaining to campaign
expenditure limits, maximum amounts of public funding, and
minimum amounts of qualifying contributions. Appropriates
funds to the campaign spending commission to prepare for the
public financing of elections in 2016, including staff support.
