RELATING TO PUBLIC MEETINGS.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:
SECTION 1. Section 92-2, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is
amended to read as follows:
"§92-2 Definitions. As used in this part:

[+3] "Board" means any agency, board, commission,
authority, or committee of the State or its political
subdivisions which is created by constitution,
statute, rule, or executive order, to have
supervision, control, jurisdiction or advisory power
over specific matters and which is required to conduct
meetings and to take official actions.

[+2)+] "Chance meeting” means a socilal or informal assemblage
of two or more members at which matters relating to
official business are not discussed.

"Interactive conference technology" means any form of audio

or audio and visual conference technology, including

teleconference, videoconference, and voice over internet

protocol, that facilitates interaction between the public and

board members.
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[33] "Meeting" means the convening of a board for which a
guorum is required in order to make a decision or to
deliberate toward a decision upon a matter over which
the board has supervision, control, jurisdiction, or
advisory bower."

SECTION 2. Section 92-3.5, Hawail Revised Statutes, is

amended to read as follows:

ﬁ§92-3.5 Meeting by [vwideoconferenee;] interactive

conference technology; notice; quorum. (a) A board may hold a

meeting by [wideeconference;] interactive conference technology;

provided that the [wideeocenference—system] interactive
