Your Committee on Conference on the disagreeing vote of the House of
Representatives to the amendments proposed by the Senate in H.B. No. 553,
H.D. 1, S.D. 1, entitled: 

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE UNIFORM INFORMATION PRACTICES 
ACT (MODIFIED)," 

having met, and after full and free discussion, has agreed to recommend and
does recommend to the respective Houses the final passage of this bill in
an amended form. 

The purpose of this bill is to protect personal identifying information by: 
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(1) Allowing government agencies to withhold identifying
information from government records, which if disclosed,
would constitute a clearly unwarranted invasion of
privacy; and 

(2) Excluding from disclosure the social security numbers
of individuals under contract with the government. 

Your Committee on Conference has amended this bill to correct a 
typographical error in citing section 92F-13(1), Hawaii Revised Statutes. 

As affirmed by the record of votes of the managers of your Committee on
Conference that is attached to this report, your Committee on Conference is
in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No. 553, H.D. 1, S.D. 1, as
amended herein, and recommends that it pass Final Reading in the form
attached hereto as H.B. No. 553, H.D. 1, S.D. 1, C.D. 1.
